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Millions of women worldwide have experienced childhood sexual abuse or sexual assault as a teen or adult. How do these experiences impact them during the childbearing year?  Using new data from the Survey of Mothers’ Sleep and Fatigue, the pregnancy, labor and delivery, and postpartum experiences from 994 sexual abuse/assault survivors are described. These women’s experiences are compared with an age-matched group of childbearing women without a history of trauma.  In this sample, you will also learn about who provides support for abuse/assault survivors, their experiences in their families of origin, and how these experiences impact breastfeeding.
